ABSTRACT
Background :There has been an increasing concern by the dental profession regarding the problem of providing oral health care to handicapped patients. These groups need dental treatment of the highest standard as part of their general care to enable them to realize their maximum level of functioning and normalizing their life. The aim of this study was to determine the prevalence of malocclusion in  groups of handicapped patients and comparing with those of healthy individuals.
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
